The community built a large 
number of Churches, 
Schools, Clubs and Societies 
that were meant solely for 
their use. 
 
These Institutions instilled a 
passion for sport and pro-
duced many World Class 
winners in Hockey, Snooker 
and Boxing.  
Other members of the Com-
munity excelled at Dancing, 
Singing, Acting and a young 
lady even won the title of 
Miss World. 
 
The Hockey fields reflected  
the Artistry and Skill of  
Anglo-Indians, which con-
tributed to India being un-
beatable in Hockey on the 
World stage for over 40 
years.
